This 
guiding statement reminds us what our 
church is all about as it concisely states 
our purpose for existence. 
 
Recently I was working on v ision for EBC 
and reading through some purpose 
statements that we had prev iously writ-
ten.  These particular statements are on 
my computer hard drive and kept in a 
binder strictly dedicated to church     
direction and administration.  Basically it 
is a document that helps steer our think-
ing towards meaningful actions and 
ministry.  As I read it ov er, I felt a strong 
desire to simplify it so that it could be 
more concisely communicated.  So I 
prayed specifically that God would help 
me streamline the statements.  He did!   
 
This is the purpose statement I’m working 
on right now along with Chris and Dave 
that will be used to outline our ministry 
goals.  “We want to be the v oice, heart, 
and hands of Jesus to our church and 
community”.  The Bible calls the church 
the body of Christ so the statement is 
both simple and biblical.  We want to 
pattern Jesus in our ministry!       
 
First of all, we striv e to be good ambas-
sadors of Christ by communicating 
God’s grace and truth (2 Corinthians 
5:20).  This is a huge part of our church’s 
existence!  We aim to clearly communi-
cate the truth found in God’s Word in 
practical ways in all phases of our 
teaching ministries!

We want to show Christ’s 
lov e to our church family and community 
in authentic ways.  If we are to be the 
heart of Jesus, then we need to encour-
age each other and care for each other.  
We need to remember the hurting and 
do what we can to show God’s amazing 
lov e.  
 
John 13:34-35… "A new command I give 
you: Love one another. As I have loved 
you, so you must love one another.  By 
this all men will know that  you are my dis-
ciples, if you love one another."  
 
We also want to be the hands of Jesus, 
and this means that we need to be        
inv olv ed in serv ice in and out of the 
church!  Mark 10:43-45… “Not  so with 
you. Instead, whoever wants to become 
great  among you must  be your                     
servant , and whoever wants to be first 
must  be slave of all.  For even the Son of 
Man did not come to be served, but to 
serve, and to give his life as a ransom for 
many."   
 
The nice thing about this kind of                
statement is that it’s easily adaptable to 
our ev ery day lives as indiv iduals!  It’s not 
just about a group doing something            
corporately but also is about us as                
indiv iduals liv ing this out ev en at home!  
Are we communicating like Jesus would 
have?  Are we showing His heart to each 
other?  Are we being His hands in way of 
serv ice?  I can’t think of a better place to 
begin adapting this thinking and apply-
ing it to life than at home!  But let’s make 
sure we don’t stop there!  We want to be 
the v oice, heart, and hands of Jesus!

The kids, 
coaches, and parents had a blast!  With 63 kids par ticipating on 6 teams, we had a great time 
of education running up and down the basketball cou rt learning the game and expending 
TONS of energy!

If “making wanderers into followers of Jesus” is ou r purpose as Christians, w hat w ill success look lik e w hen 
we’re done?  What should we be working toward? 
 
Though there are other supporting Biblical texts, c learly one of the most awe-inspiring pictures of th e 
Church having done its job is the following from Re velations 7:9-10.  There, the Bible tells us, w e’ll  see “… a 
great multitude that no one could count, from every  nation, from all tribes and peoples and languages,  
standing before the throne [God in all his majesty]  and before the Lamb [Jesus, the Christ] …” giving joy-
ous praise to God and to Jesus.  And we’ll be part of that huge assembly because we’ve trusted Jesus. 
 
Are w e there yet?  Recent 
statistics from the January 
2010 issue of “The Interna-
tional Bulletin of M issionary 
Research” show that there is 
still much w ork to do. 
 
In North America, 3 of every 4 persons claim Christ ianity as their religion.  And even though this sti ll leaves 
some 65.6 million that are non-Christian, the good news is that the church in America can reach the      
majority of this population with the gospel itself.  
 
By contrast, areas like South-Central Asia, and oth er parts of the “10/40 window” (see red area of map ) 
where 60% of the world’s non-Christians live, requi re a different approach since the majority of these  
have no culturally “near-neighbor” Christian witnes s from w hom they might hear the gospel. 
 
Even if cross-cultural evangelism is a stretch for most of us, we can do something.  We can seek out        
resources and opportunities to better share the gos pel with those we shop with, w ork with, learn w ith,  and 
live with.  We can look for creative ways to resour ce Christian workers in majority non-Christian cult ures.  
And most importantly, we can pray.

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For how many pieces of silver did Judas Iscariot betray Jesus?  
Matthew chapter 26 verse 15 describes how Judas went to the 
Chief Priests and they weighed out thirty pieces of silver for him. 
Judas later realized what he had done and no longer wanted the 
money, so it was used to buy the Potter's Field (also known as the 
Blood Acre) where foreigners were buried. The thirty pieces of 
silver as the price on Jesus' head had been prophesied by Jeremiah. 
 
What color was the cloak that Jesus wore when he went to the 
cross?  
John 19 verse 2 and verse 5 describes the cloak as purple; the 
soldiers put the cloak on Jesus after he had been flogged, along 
with a crown of thorns. Purple was an expensive color dye to pro-
duce, and so was only worn by those rich enough to afford it.  It is 
significant that Jesus was dressed in this royal color at this time. 
The Romans chose this color robe because they said he claimed 
to be king. 
 
Who rolled away the stone from the mouth of the grave in which 
Jesus had been placed?  
Matthew 28 verse 2 says, "Suddenly there was a violent earthquake; 
an angel of the Lord descended from heaven and came and rolled 
away the stone, and sat down on it."  
 
How many people saw Jesus after He rose again?  
1 Corinthians 15:3-8 says, “For what I received I passed on to you 
as of first importance: that Christ died for our sins according to the 
Scriptures, that he was buried, that he was raised on the third day 
according to the Scriptures, and that he appeared to Peter, and 
then to the Twelve. After that, he appeared to more than five  
hundred of the brothers at the same time, most of whom are still 
living, though some have fallen asleep. Then he appeared to 
James, then to all the apostles, and last of all he appeared to me 
also, as to one abnormally born.”
