One of the old hymns asks the question,
“What can wash away my sins?” The
song answers back with a resounding
“Nothing but the blood of Jesus”. |
would like to think about that statement
with you. What does it take to wash
away the stain of past missteps?

There are moments when you think back
over your life and ponder some of the
mistakes e/ou’ve made along the way.
The painful reality is that we have not
handled every stretch of road as well as
we imagine we would handle it today.
Weve said things, done things, and
even been things we regret. There are
moments where | want to kick myself as |
think, “You were such a jerk” or “You
hurt that person”. Youch! There have
been some angry outbursts, selfish seg-
ments, and just some ugly memories!
Have any like those?

It really brings back the question of
“What can wash away my sins”. Where
does one find atonement? We should

keep in mind that forgiveness is some-
thing that helps us move forward! You
may have fallen in a swamp along the

way and picked up some leeches! The

key is not staying there, and forgiveness
is what allows you to get up and move

on from that messy spot! But how does
one gain this forward momentum? How

do ?/ou get rid of the leeches on your
soul?

The first step forward is coming to God.

1 John 1:9 - If we confess our sins, he is

faithful and just and will forgive us our
sins and (s)urify us from all unrighteous-
ness. God can expunge our offenses
from His heavenly record and cover
those sins.

Psalm 32:1-2 - Blessed is he whose trans-

gressions are forgiven, whose sins are
covered. Blessed is the man whose sin
the Lord does not count against him

and in whose spirit is no deceit.

But this requires us to confess. Psalm 32:5
states, Then | acknowledged my sin to
you and did not cover up my iniquity. |
said, "l will confess my transgressions to
the Lord"-- and you forgave the guil of
my sin.

There is forgiveness with God and that's
an important reality. | know that some
of you are haunted by things in your
past and you need to realize that there

Is atonement with God! So that helps us
make progress emotionally and spiritu-
ally.

We also need to detach ourselves from
those wrongs that have caused us guilt
and others pain! Hebrews 12:1 says,
Therefore, since we are surrounded by
such a great cloud of witnesses, let us
throw off everything that hinders and
the sin that so easily entangles, and let
us run with perseverance the race
marked out for us . Get rid of what is
slowing you down in order to make for-
ward progress! Throw off what is hinder-
ing you!

If | want true atonement, | need to
experience full forgiveness. God’s
forgiveness frees us from the penalty
and it also frees us from the power of evil
and the hold that it has on us. Walk
away! We like to be free of the guilt but

that is short lived if we keep repeating

the same things! In order to make
forward progress we need to change!

We need to become obedient to God.

There are things we don't like when we
look in the rearview mirror, but it's nice
when those things are getting smaller
and smaller with time as we prove that
we’re a different person today! Let’'s not

ov erlook this element of atonement!

Jesus died to remov e our sins from us so
that we can be forgven and move
forward. | come to God and get His
cleansing and then | obey God and
make the changes that show the past is
really just that, the past! Atonement.
