The typical culprit in our minds is some exter-
nal circumstance that has descended upon
us like a dark foggy cloud on a rugged moun-
tain road. We think misery stems from the
economy or people or work or kids or prob-
lems; certainly these must be the source of our
soul's vexing irritation! Evaluate your gripe for
a minute and ask this simple question, “How
long have | been upset about something”?
Overthe last one to tenyears, have you been
consistently upset or discouraged about one
thing or another? Do your relationships tend
to self-destruct over time because you are
alw ays encountering problems?

May | suggest that the issue may not be
what's happening on the outside, but rather
what's happening on the inside! We blame
the world that surrounds us for our gloom but
the truth is that the darkest gloom is that
which dw ells within! The storm that needs still-
ing is the storm on the inside, not the outside!
Problems, irritations, frustrations, and incon-
veniences will alw ays be there! It's our reac-
tion to it that makes the difference! The first
step to a happier life is to realize that the key
to agreat attitude and abundart life resides
within us!
