The foremost command in the Bible isto love
the Lord your God with all of your heart, soul,
mind, and strength (Mark 12:30). | am not
going to talk about love right now but | do
want to consider our heart, soul, mind, and
strength. | asked myself a simple question
recently, “What am | missing because I'm
busy”? The fllowing are some notes | made
to myself and | share them in hopes that it
will be helpful to you.

For our
lives to be balanced, we need to read
more.

Have you spent any
time intentionally developing friendships? |
love people and love socializing but | don't
always make the time for it like | should. |
confess that | really blew it lately because |
was so out of balance that | didnt call a
friend when they needed me. | confess
that I'm not always that ever listening ear for
my children that | need to be! | spend time
with them, but sometimes it's more about
doing things than it is face to face relating.

Is your life balanced in these areas of rest,
reading, reflection on the spiritual, and
relationships? Let’'s work at intentionally
blocking out times for the truly vital things in
life that are so easy to miss! It will take a
deliberate effort to make the time to gain
our balance!!

We set up make-shift extraction clinics in t he remote villages of Chontala, Lemoa,
Paquixic, Patulup, and Pocohil and saw 244 patients in 5 days. We visited an orphanage and
a couple Catholic nuns who do great work teaching a nd coordinating the building of adobe

huts for widows of those slain in the civil war of  the 1980's.

Communication was difficult, as the villagers speak the ancient

language of Quiche and not Spanish. But relieving p ain, play-

ing with the children, and giving a bit of lunch kn OWS no barrier!

The people were so grateful. | came away from Guate mala
with a new sense of what is "enough" and an incredi ble respect
for the Mayan women who are strong, humble, hard-wo rking,
and uncomplaining.

| felt your prayers of protection and thank you. T ropical storm

Agatha hit hard in the villages | listed above, and many of the

people we served lost their homes, fields, and orch ards due to

mudslides. There were 109 reported dead. Where acce Ss was
difficult before, it is non-existent now. Where we saw poverty

before, it is unfathomable now. Approximately 37,00 0 people

are living in shelters, 27,560 affected, and 20,000 still living in
possible danger. | ask that you continue praying fo r the people
